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If necessary, use the valves located in the pool technical room to adjust the flow so that the indicator is on setting 3.

e For installation in a pool with a single skimmer, the flow is regulated by the flow regulation valve. The red indicator
must be in position 3.

e For installation in a pool with several skimmers, leave the valve for the skimmer connected to the hose open, then
gradually close the other skimmer until the indicator is on setting 3.

e For installation on a brush socket, leave the suction line open and gradually close the skimmer line until the flow
reaches setting 3.

© 3.11 Operating principle

The hydraulic cleaners connect to the filtration system (either to a suction line or a skimmer); they use the filtration
pump’s energy to move around the pool. The wall climbing capacity varies according to the shape of the pool and the
available water flow. The debris is sucked in by the cleaner and captured in the filtration pump’s filter basket or in the
Cyclonic™ Leaf Catcher (optional accessory).

© 3.21 Pool preparation

e This product is intended for use in permanent-installation above-ground swimming pools
since it cannot be easily disassembled and stored.

e The device must operate in pool water with the following quality:

Water temperature Between 15°C and 35°C
pH Between 6.8 and 7.6
Chlorine <3mg/l

e When the pool is dirty, especially when first installing your cleaner, remove the largest debris using a telescopic pole
and net prior to installing the cleaner.

e Remove any thermometers, toys and other objects that might damage the device.

o After adding chemical products to the water, wait at least 4 hours before putting the cleaner into the water.

¢ Make sure that the filtration and the skimmer baskets are clean.

e Aim the pool return lines downward if adjustable.

¢ Close the pool’s main drain line.

3.3.2 Filling the hose assembly

Turn off the filtration pump and connect the hose assembly to the dedicated suction line or skimmer.
Turn on the filtration pump on to activate the pool cleaner.



© 3.41 Optimising cleaner performance

The robot follows the pool filter pump activation cycles, sucking and cleaning the entire pool surface using random
movements. The cleaner coverage rate depends on the shape of the pool and the available water flow. Adjustments
may be required in some pools to optimise the coverage rate.

3.4.1 Hose balancing

e A correctly balanced hose must form a 45° angle between the cleaner and the bottom of the pool.

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Q Maintenance

¢ The device must be cleaned regularly using clean or slightly soapy water. Do not use any solvents.
* Rinse the device generously using clean water.
¢ Never store the cleaner in direct sunlight. Store the hoses laying flat and not coiled to prevent unwanted hose memory.

© 4.11 Cleaning the filtration pump basket

e Always remove the cleaner from the pool before cleaning or bleeding the filtration system.
A o Before cleaning (and before you put the cleaner back into the water), start the filtration pump
for at least 5 minutes before you bleed the circuit.

e For maximum cleaner performance it is recommended the filtration pump basket be kept clean by removing debris
as needed.

e Use of the Cyclonic™ Leaf Catcher (optional accessory) is recommended to collect large debris before it reaches the
skimmer and the pump basket.

© 4.2 Cleaning the “Cyclonic™ Leaf Catcher” (available as an option)

e Turn off the filtration pump.

e Keep the Cyclonic™ Leaf Catcher under the water and take hold of it by the handle. Using the handle, turn the
transparent canister until it detaches (see image 0).

e Remove the transparent canister from the water and leave the lid and the hoses under the water (see image 9).

¢ Clean the whole device and the hoses in clean water then leave to dry.

e Store the device in a dry place which is protected from freezing conditions. Store the cleaner on its side or back to
avoid damage to diaphragm.

e Remove all the connectors and adaptors from the suction line or the skimmer.

The cleaner is designed specifically for 10 to 50 m® aboveground pools.

Pools must to be equipped with a self-priming filtration system ensuring a total system flow

rate of 5 to 7 m¥h, filter pump power over 0.5 hp (or 375 watts).

If the pump is not powerful enough, the cleaner will not move; if the pump is too powerful

(greater than 0.5 HP or 375 watts with a flow rate exceeding 7m¥h), the cleaner’s diaphragm

may become damaged and immobilise the cleaner.

Check the diaphragm in your cleaner for damage. Damage can occur in two cases :

- Either your pump is too powerful (over 0.5 hp (or 375 watts) with a flow rate above 7
m3h).

- Or the diaphragm has been damaged by a piece of debris or has become worn through
intensive use of the cleaner, in which case the diaphragm should be replaced. (see § «4.3
| Replacing the diaphragmp»).

working e Make sure the diaphragm in your cleaner is not clogged by debris:
- Disconnect the external exhaust hose and the cartridge from the body of the cleaner by
unscrewing the ring.
- Unscrew the external exhaust hose and push on the internal exhaust hose to reveal the
diaphragm.
- Remove any debris that has collected in the diaphragm or in the internal exhaust hose.
- Refit the internal exhaust hose in place and retighten the external exhaust hose.
e Check that the filtration system is working and that the valve is in the filtration position.
e Check that the prefilter basket and the filter are clean.
e Check for impurities in the pump turbine.
e Check that the suction hose is properly connected.
e Check that suction is not impeded by any debris.
e For optimum cleaning, filtration start-up time can be reduced.
For Example: 6 hours’ filtration (3 x 2 hours) will give better pool coverage than a single
6-hour filtering operation, so it is advisable to stop filtration every 2 hours (for just 2 or 3
minutes) to enable your cleaner to take a new random direction.
e Check that the length of your hose right for the size of your pool (see § «2.2.1 | Determine
The cleaner the number of sections you need»). If necessary, add or remove a section (or more).
